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CURRICULUM

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Curriculum
All students follow a common curriculum covering all aspects of the National Curriculum. The 
curriculum has been designed to provide breadth and balance whilst enabling each student to 
develop their particular interests and talents to prepare them for study in Years 10-11. At both 
Key Stages, we set students using prior attainment data in the core subjects (English, Maths and 
Science) so that learning can be effectively tailored. This setting is flexible and reviewed regularly 
to ensure that students are most appropriately placed. In all subjects we aim to build on the 
learning that has taken place in the primary setting at Key Stage 2. Assessment is continuous via 
regular diagnostic quizzes and more formal assessment points. It is important for our students 
to enjoy each of their subjects and to also have time to take full advantage of the extra-curricular 
opportunities on offer.

In addition to this, our curriculum is committed to personal development.  Our Achieve 
programme ensures that as well as academic progress we focus on developing our students as 
people who are ready for the real world and the challenges it provides.

Our curriculum is delivered through the subjects found below:

KEY STAGE 3
Weekly: English, Maths, Biology, Chemistry, Physics, History, Geography, Art, Music, Computing, 
French, RE, Achieve and PE. 

Taught on rotation: Drama, Dance, DT, Food Nutrition and Preparation and Textiles. 

KEY STAGE 4
All students study: English Language, English Literature, Maths, Science (Biology, Chemistry, 
Physics), History or Geography, Core PE and a range of typical GCSE/Vocational option subjects. 

OUTSIDE OF THE CURRICULUM
Students receive additional opportunities to experience personal, social, moral and cultural 
education via our tutor programme, assemblies and via visitors and “one-off” events. We also have 
a careers team who work with students and organise special events in all years. We offer all Year 
10 students the opportunity to take part in Work Experience.



CURRICULUM

Pastoral
Care

Effective pastoral care underpins school life and 
there is always someone to whom the students 
can turn for help and advice. Every adult has a 
responsibility for students’ welfare and security 
and there are many layers of care in place.

Our pastoral care system has a structure based 
on year groups which sees two Heads of Year 
working closely with their form tutor team to 
ensure that we get to know every student. 

Students are individually valued and well-
supported. Students see their form tutors 
every morning and should be first point of 
contact for parents. Heads of Year should be 
the second point of contact for parents who 
have concerns or looking for guidance.

Heads of Year have overall responsibility for the 
efficiency and effectiveness of their form tutor 
teams, an overview of student progress and 
the general welfare and behaviour of students 
within the year group. 

Our pastoral care system aims to promote 
our ethos of respect, pride and learning 
without limits. We are committed to a positive 
approach and, we run an inclusive rewards 
programme. Praise and rewards are used to 
motivate and encourage the students. There 
is a clear code of conduct which students 
are expected to follow at all times and this is 
underpinned by appropriate sanctions, as set 
out in the school’s conduct policy.

House System
Our pastoral structure is represented by our 
house system, a powerful and effective way 
for students to feel part of the school. Each 
student is a member of one of four houses: 
Clent (Blue), Enville (Green), Himley (Red) 
and Kinver (Yellow). The house system 
supports the extra-curricular programme and 
creates many opportunities for students to 
participate in school life as they take part in 
house competitions and events. There is great 
competition between the houses to become 
the Champion at the end of the year if you 
gain the highest number of points. Points are 
awarded for commitment, attendance and 
inter-house competitions in football, rugby, 
netball, badminton and many more.

Prefects
We believe students should be given 
responsibilities whilst attending school to 
encourage confidence and leadership skills. 
Students in Year 10 can apply to become a 
prefect where they represent the school in a 
variety of roles. We have introduced Junior 
prefects in Year 7, to encourage responsibility 
and leadership in KS3.

We have many ambassadors in school including 
Anti Bullying Ambassadors, School Council 
members, Prefects, Sports Captains and 
Health Ambassadors.

Pastoral Support Team
Our pastoral team is a large team made up of 
a lead Deputy Headteacher, Assistant Heads 
focussing on Safeguarding, Attendance, Code 
of Conduct, SEND, Heads of Year, and pastoral 
and admin support. Together this team can 
support with any queries or concerns you may 
have as parents or students.

Ambassadors
We believe students should be given the 
opportunity to develop their leadership 
skills and currently more than 200 students 
have responsibilities within a wide range of 
roles that include; Senior Prefects, Prefects, 
Junior Prefects, House Captains, Sports 
Captains, The School Council, Anti-Bullying 
Ambassadors, Eco Ambassadors, Health 
Ambassadors, Careers Ambassadors, 
Reading Ambassadors, Equality Ambassadors, 
Performing Arts Ambassadors and a range of 
Subject Champions. Students attend leadership 
conferences and meet with the Headteacher 
to provide updates on their current work. 
The students have even designed their own 
leadership pledge of how they will support 
their fellow students.

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Our ethos in Physical Education strongly 
reflects a pathway for personal development 
that promotes skill development and provides 
a foundation to lead a positive active and 
healthy lifestyle. We deliver a knowledge rich 
curriculum that enables the application of 
skills that are designed to meet the aims of the 
National Curriculum for Physical Education, but 
more importantly, nurtures the skills that are 
needed for students to be successful.

All of our students have full access to our 
extensive range of facilities whilst undertaking 
the Physical Education curriculum. These 
include opportunities for cross-curricular 
learning inter-House competitions, Invictus 
Trust sporting competitions, educational 
sports trips, an extensive array of inter and 
intra sporting fixtures, extra-curricular clubs 
and activities, and life skills taught through 
swimming, personal survival and lifesaving in 
our swimming pool. Students will even have the 
opportunity to experience outdoor climbing 
on our own purpose built climbing wall!

We offer examination qualifications in Physical 
Education, which are selected to provide an 
appropriate challenge, based on each pupil’s 
stage of development in Key Stage 4 and Key 
Stage 5. At Key Stage 5 in addition to Level 

3 Sport courses, three bespoke sporting 
academy pathways are available in football, 
netball and rugby and designed to give elite 
students access to personalised team training 
and development, working in collaboration. 
Students will have the opportunity to gather 
various leadership qualifications to support 
both practical and theoretical PE, including 
Sports Leadership, Duke of Edinburgh Award 
and the National Pool Lifesaving Award.

Alpha is an elite sporting 
programme offered at Ellowes Hall. 
This programme allows us to be 
selective in our intake, where we 
accept 5% of students based on 
their sporting aptitude.

The Duke of Edinburgh Award 
is a life changing experience and 
an opporutnity to discover new 
interests and talents. A tool to 
develop essential skills for life and 
work, and a recognised mark 
of achievement respected by 
employers.

Ellowes Hall PE Department is committed to placing students’ needs at the centre of our approach. The Physical Education 
curriculum is based on a concept and knowledge pedagogical approach which is sequenced and opportunity-rich, enabling 
students to explore, experience and understand what it is to lead a healthy and active life. A provision to develop motor 
confidence in Sport and physical activity.

The programme is designed to nurture

We are thrilled to have a Cadet Force 
detachment at Ellowes Hall. Our Detachment 
known as the ‘Ellowes Hall Detachment’, is 
part of Staffordshire and west Midlands (North 
Sector) AFC and is affiliated to the Mercian
